* The administration, winding up and distribution of an estate (the role, duties and power of Executors and
Administrators, the rules of succession of property in England and Wales).

* The system of accounting for client and office monies and the regulatory framework as prescribed by the
Council for Licensed Conveyancers (CLC) and anti-money laundering legislation.
